FOOD ACT 2008 (WA)
PROHIBITION ORDER ISSUED UNDER SECTION 65

WHEREAS:

A. You are the registered proprietor of a food business trading as <<<TRADING NAME>>>, <<<ADDRESS>>>; and

B. The <<<ENFORCEMENT AGENCY>>>, is satisfied from an assessment of the above mentioned food business that the proprietor of the food business has not complied with a provision of the Australia New Zealand Food Standards Code, namely Clause 7 of Standard 3.2.2 (Food Processing), with which the food business is required to comply, in relation to the handling of food intended for sale, and that reasonable grounds  exist in accordance with Section 65 (1)(b)(ii) for the service of a prohibition notice.  

TAKE NOTICE THEREFORE that pursuant to Section 65 of the Food Act 2008 (WA), the <<<ENFORCEMENT AGENCY>>>, orders that –

Section 65(2)(d)
No food intended for sale is to be handled by a food business in a specified way or for a specified purpose. 

Clause 7(1) of Standard 3.2.2 – Australia New Zealand Food Standards Code (the Code)
A food business must –

(a) take all practicable measures to process only safe and suitable food; and

(b) when processing food –

(i) take all necessary steps to prevent the likelihood of food being contaminated; and

(ii) where a process step is needed to reduce to safe levels any pathogens that may be present in the food – use a process step that is reasonably known to achieve the microbiological safety of the food.

That is to say, <<<TRADING NAME>>>, immediately upon service of this Order will NOT sell any ready to eat products, such as, but not limited to, <<<FOOD PRODUCTS>>>, prepared with raw egg, without further processing that is reasonably known to achieve the microbiological safety of the food.
<<<TRADING NAME>>> could not demonstrate compliance with Clause 7 of Standards 3.2.2 of the Code, as the food business had not taken all necessary steps to prevent contamination of their <<<FOOD PRODUCT>>>, by means of: 
· <<<OFFICER OBSERVATIONS>>>.
SCHEDULE – to be completed by the food business
1. <<<TRADING NAME>>>, is required, if it wishes to prepare foods containing raw eggs, such as <<<FOOD PRODUCT>>>, to demonstrate, to the satisfaction of the <<<ENFORCEMENT AGENCY>>> that it has taken all necessary steps to:- 

a. prevent the likelihood of food being contaminated, from pathogenic bacteria, such as Salmonella, which can be associated with raw egg preparation; and
b. where a process step is needed to reduce to safe levels any pathogens, that may be present in the food, such as Salmonella, use a process step that is reasonably known to achieve the microbiological safety of the food.
2. <<<TRADING NAME>>>, is required to demonstrate that food handlers have skills and knowledge in relation to the following:

a) Preventing cross contamination of food during storage and handling, and
b) Cleaning and sanitising of food contact surfaces of equipment, and
c) Safe food handling practices, including temperature control.
This prohibition order is issued under section 65 of the Food Act 2008 (WA) and will remain in force until a certificate of clearance has been issued to you by the <<<DELEGATE>>>, <<<ENFORCEMENT AGENCY>>>.
FURTHER TAKE NOTICE that failure to comply with this order may result in:

· the issue of an infringement notice under the Food Regulations 2009 (WA) which carries penalties of $500 for an individual or $1000 in the case of a body corporate; or

· legal action through the Courts for contravention of Section 68 of the Food Act 2008 (WA) which carries maximum penalties of $50 000 for an individual or $250 000 for a body corporate

Certificate of clearance – section 66

In order to obtain a certificate of clearance you may request an authorised officer to reinspect the premises affected by this prohibition order at any time after the order has been served.   A certificate of clearance will only be issued if the inspection reveals that the premises are (a) not a serious danger to public health and (b) the person on whom the prohibition order was served has complied with the prohibition order and any improvement notices served on the person.
